The
book deals with cultural landscapes, sustainable
housing settings, the environment and human
response, spatial epidemiology, neighbourhood and
health, and the subjectivity-objectivity continuum
in man-environment research.

Collectively they serve as templates
for direction in modern social science research
methodology built on evidence-based scientific
inquiry of the built environment.

Taking a cross-disciplinary perspective,
this edited collection should be of interest to
scholars of geography, anthropology, sociology,
epidemiology, urban planning, architecture, and
above all environment-behaviour studies.
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
